She also mentioned that she would like for the chapter to
apply for some individual as well as chapter awards this year.


Secretary  Report:   Lyle emailed minutes from the last meeting to the board.  The board discussed putting
minutes on the website, to keep members informed.

Treasurer Report: Juanita  handed out the financial report to the board.  The balance as of today is $2,166.51.
This takes into account Paulette’s expenses for attending the NAHU convention.  Also, the chapter donated a
weed eater and Ron donated a gas blower to the Lafayette Community Health Care Clinic.
