BOARD MEETING MINUTES
December 10, 2008




Members Present:

President's Report: Paulette Hebert
Paulette thanked everyone who helped with the COBRA seminar, which was a hugh success.  She 
especially thanked Keith and Ron for getting so many attendees.  She said that Ouida Peterson should
be emailing the 2008 manual update soon.   Paulette also mentioned the President’s Council first
meeting which will likely be held in Jan. or Feb.  Keith offered his conference room and Paulette
said that we could also use the Physicians Mutual office.  Lyle will get together a list of the past
presidents for Paulette so that she can contact them.   Capitol Conference will be March 30- April 1, 2009.
LAHU will pay for the Legislative Chairs of each chapter to attend, so Ron will attend for our chapter.
Ron said that his costs are $360 for registration (due to LPRT discount), $1156 + tax for hotel and $370
for flight.   Lyle made a motion to budget $2200 for one person to attend Cap Conference.  Keith seconded
and motion passed.  Keith motioned to send Paulette Hebert, President, as our representative.  Lyle
seconded, and motion passed.


Secretary  Report:   Lyle emailed minutes from the last meeting to the board.  Ron made a motion to
accept the minutes, with Cindy seconding.    Keith will post minutes from this board meeting on the chapter’s website (www.nahuacadiana.com).

Treasurer Report: Juanita  handed out the financial report to the board.  The balance as of today is $8,420.82.
This includes money reimbursed to seminar attendees who registered before the extended deadline.  The
COBRA seminar made over $5000 after expenses, so it turned out to be a great fundraiser.  We acquired a
new chapter sponsor: TASC, which is the name of Sandra Gibbens company, and received the $300 fee.
  


COMMITTEE REPORTS

Awards: Sheela will review the Triple Crown award requirements and promote it to the membership at the
next general membership meeting.  

Communication/Media: Tracie Pfeifer was absent.  She will step down as chair and will not continue to do the newsletter after this term is over.  We will need to find someone else interested in doing this.  Keith suggested
doing another advertisement in the newspaper with pictures of the members.  We would need to check on
availability of co-op money from NAHU and LAHU before doing it, probably in the spring.   Paulette said that
we could take pictures at the next two meetings, or members could submit their own.

Legislative: Ron noted that he met with the Commission of Insurance concerning the licensing bill.  Agents
will be required to have 24 hours of CE at renewal.  Also, renewal dates may be changed to an agent’s birthdate
starting in May ‘09 for the Dec. 31st , 2010 renewals.  NAIC uniform licensing standards may require this.  CE will
also be available on-line for all required hours.   Ron will continue to work on this with theSpecial Task Force with the Commissioner of Insurance.   He also mentioned that Sheela Trahan has been appointed to the HAPAC 
Board to represent our chapter.  She has already attended a meeting and enjoyed it.
 


Education/CE: Sandra Gibbens was absent. Ron was able to get Allison Jones, Deputy Commissioner of 
Insurance, to speak at the Jan. meeting.  He will let Sandra know.


Public Service: Cindy Reid
Cindy contacted the Community Health Care Clinic and learned that they are in need of a color printer and
some glucometer strips for patients.  Ron offered to donate the printer, and Cindy will ask for donations from
the membership at the Jan. meeting for the supplies.  She also mentioned the MDA Camp as a worthy cause,
and may ask them and the clinic to give presentations on the services they provide at our next two meetings.


Membership/Retention: Keith Duhon/Dick Menard
 Keith reported that Paulette won the Membership Contest, with a $100 gift certificate to The Phoenician Grille as the prize for recruiting her 2 new members.  Dud suggested contacting some agency heads to be guests at
our meetings, hoping they would recruit some of their agents to join also.  Paulette also suggested having a
social to attract new members and have current members give testimonials on the benefits of membership.
We could also target other parishes for members.   Paulette spoke to Dick and asked him to remain active
as retention chair.


Sponsorship: Suzanne Daigle was absent.   Paulette will speak to her about highlighting the sponsors at
meetings.    We also need to recruit new sponsors.

Fundraiser: The COBRA seminar was a successful fundraiser, as well as educational seminar, and
Paulette said we may do an EXPO in the spring.  We may be able to coordinate with the New Orleans
and Baton Rouge chapters, and use the same speakers.  Jennifer Toups and Ronnell Nolan will be
able to give us guidance on doing the expo.  Juanita, Cindy, Ron, Paulette and Lyle offered to meet
with them via teleconference.   The board decided to do the La. Open Raffle again this year, with a
goal of $2000.00.   Lyle will contact them to get the tickets, hopefully for the Jan. meeting.
