President's Report: Paulette Hebert

on them.  She suggested doing a CE course in the spring and allocate the profit to sending members
to the Regional Conference in San Antonio.  The target audience would be agents and it could be either 
a half or full day course.  Since the DOI has changed agents license renewals to their birthdays beginning 
in May, agents will need 8 hours CE.   Paulette told the board that Cindy Reid has agreed to be President-
Elect for the remainder of this term, and Tammy Louviere will be Vice President, subject to board approval.


Secretary  Report:   Lyle emailed minutes from the last meeting to the board.  The board discussed putting
minutes on the website, to keep members informed.  Keith will post minutes from this board meeting on the chapter website (www.nahuacadiana.com)  for the membership to view.  Juanita moved to accept the minutes
with Keith seconding.  Motion passed.

Treasurer Report: Juanita  handed out the financial report to the board.  The balance as of today is $8,622.46.
This is the largest balance for the chapter in some time.   Lyle moved to accept the report and  Sheela seconded.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Awards: Sheela will continue to promote the Triple Crown award at the next general meeting.  Paulette mentioned that we may be able to meet the criteria for the Silver Seal Award for the chapter, and will look into more.

Communication/Media: Tracie Pfeifer was absent.  Paulette mentioned that we need to find someone else to
do the newsletter, since Tracie will not continue as chair for next term. 

He and Paulette will be attending Cap Conference representing our chapter
and will have a report on that at the next board meeting. 

Education/CE: Sandra Gibbens was absent. Paulette will speak to her about possibly doing a CE course in the
spring.

Public Service: Cindy Reid looked into the MDA Summer Camp to be held June 6-12, 2009.  They have a
“wish list” of items they need for the camp.   Cindy will ask for donations of items such as duct tape, paper

plates, cups, or money at the May general meeting.   Also, she may get someone from MDA to speak at the
meeting.   (The cost to sponsor 1 child for the week is $800.)


Membership/Retention: Keith Duhon
 Keith reported that he and Dud Lastrapes spoke to principals at several agencies and asked them to join
our chapter, and get their agents to join.  They felt like they had a positive response and will send letters
to those they contacted.  We also have two new members from Lake Charles who joined at the New Orleans
CDHC course held recently.  We also need to file to the DOI for the 4 CE hours for being a member of our
association, for those who qualify.

Sponsorship: Suzanne Daigle was absent.  She informed Paulette that she will step down as chair for the
next term.   The new chair will be encouraged to make new sponsor contacts, with any business being
a potential sponsor.
