President's Report: Paulette Hebert
Paulette asked Keith, COBRA seminar chair, to report on the seminar.  He said that he sent notices to the
CPA’s and will try to contact lawyers and H.R. people, also.  Ron has received 23 paid registrations, and
Paulette has 3 more for a total of 26 so far.  This included 15 members and 8 non-members.  Keith
suggested extending the early registration deadline to Oct. 22, which the board members agreed to.
Paulette said that Ouida Peterson’s fee had been reduced to $750, because she is going to New Orleans
also.  She will check with Ouida to see if we can get a copy of the manuel to reproduce for the seminar
attendees.  Ron, Lyle and Juanita offered to help with getting them done prior to the seminar.
  The meeting of the President’s Council will be delayed due to the seminar.  Paulette also mentioned that
a suggestion was made to invoice those who RSVP, but do not attend meetings.  After discussion, the
board decided to track RSVP’s vs attendance for the next couple of meetings before making a decision
on invoicing members.


Secretary  Report:   Lyle emailed minutes from the last meeting to the board.  Ron made a motion to
accept the minutes, with Keith seconding.  The board decided to put minutes on the website, to keep
members informed.  Keith will post minutes from this board meeting on the chapter’s website (www.nahuacadiana.com).

Treasurer Report: Juanita  handed out the financial report to the board.  The balance as of today is $3,438.73.
This includes $600 from NAHU and $300 from LAHU for co-op advertisement reimbursement.
  


COMMITTEE REPORTS

Awards: Sheela reviewed the Triple Crown award requirements and is promoting it to the membership at the
next general membership meeting.  The chapter will not apply for the Pacesetter Award this year, but will
try for the Website Award and the Presidential Citation Award.

Communication/Media: Tracie Pfeifer was absent.  She will continue to do the newsletter. Lyle gave a copy
of the picture of the presentation to the Community Health Care Clinic, which appeared in the Advertiser, to
 Sheela for award documentation.

Legislative: Ron noted that he met with the Commission of Insurance concerning the licensing bill.  Agents
will be required to have 24 hours of CE at renewal.  Also, agency licensing may be done away with and
renewal dates may be changed to an agent’s birthdate.  NAIC uniform licensing standards may require
this.  Also, fingerprinting may be required of new agents only.  Ron will continue to work on this with the
Special Task Force with the Commissioner of Insurance.   He also reported that HUPAC will be giving
$500 each to Cravins and Boustany for the upcoming Senate race, on the federal level.
 

Education/CE: Sandra Gibbens was absent. Paulette will speak to her about who is lined up for the next
meeting.


Public Service: Cindy Reid
Cindy will be contacting some non-profits for future public service projects.  


Membership/Retention: Keith Duhon/Dick Menard
 Keith reported that we currently have 70 members.  He asked everyone on the board to recruit at least one
new member.  The Membership Contest, with a $100 gift certificate to The Phoenician Grille as the prize for 
most new members recruited by a member, will be awarded at the next meeting.  Paulette mentioned the
Region 6 contest going on for gains and retention.


Sponsorship: Suzanne Daigle reported that she would like to give more recognition to sponsors at the
general meetings.  She suggested making an 8 X 10 plaque or framed picture for each sponsor to display
at meetings.  Also, we now have corporate sponsors instead of meeting sponsors, and may want to rethink
that.  Paulette will mention this at the next meeting.  We also need to recruit new sponsors.
