President's Report: Cindy Reid – nothing to report

Treasurer Report: Juanita Fox – Passed out financial report.  Our biggest deposits on the report are all the sponsorships that we have been receiving.  Ron suggested that we list who received a free meal during our general meeting, that way it is easier to track who got one and who didn’t.  Paulette motioned to approve the report, and Scott seconded.  The motion passed.

Legislative/HUPAC: Ron Nezat – In DOI, on the health insurance part, there is going to be over 20 bills going out.  Balance Billing is the main topic again.   The national debate has clamed down abut we will start hearing about other states, what they are doing, and what to look for that might affect us in Louisiana.
Nationally there is nothing sever is going on right now and it is all up in the air right now about the health care reform.

Fundraiser: Board: Lyle asked came up with a few options for a fundraiser idea.  1) We could do our normal LA Open raffle. 2) We could do an in house drawing, giving back 20% as the winnings with the tickets being $100. Paulette suggested we donate part of the proceeds to the LHCC for the wish list, at about 10% if we do this option.  3) We don’t do a fundraiser this year because of all the sponsorships that we have been able to get this year.  Scott suggests instead of a cash prize for the second option we make it a gift certificate, like a visa gift card.  That way they don’t feel obligated to give back the money, where it is a true prize.  Keith motioned to do an in house drawing and Pam seconded. Motion passed.  Keith also motioned that we have 10% go to the winner and 10% go to LHCC.  Cindy seconded. Motion passed.
Scott suggested that we have one of the LHCC people come to a meeting and talk about what they to for the new members. That way they know who and what they are giving their money for.

Cindy will send out an email to the membership about what we have decided on as a fundraiser, why we are doing it, and that the drawing will be in May.  

Awards: Lyle Leleux – We qualified for the Silver Seal award and are just waiting on if we won or not.  Keith just needs to update the website in order for us to qualify for that award.  Keith said he will get going on that and have it done for the general meeting.
Membership/Retention: Keith Duhon – We have 68 members.  He checked into getting membership pins and anniversary pins, but they don’t offer anything like that. The only thing they do have is NAHU pins that are $5. 
We lost 8 members since last year.  Most of them were from Physicals mutual and one is a state farm agent.

Sponsorship: Tammy Louviere (absent) – Juanita reported we have up to $3000 in sponsorships.  Lyle has a possible sponsor, Sterling Wellness Solutions.  They do corporate wellness seminars and could possibly do a CE for us in the future.  She will talk to them about being a sponsor and let Tammy know.  Ron still has pending UHC and Humana, and will contact them again.  Scott has Guardian willing to do a Bronze sponsorship.  Ron suggests that we should do a slide show of the sponsor’s information instead of a board in the back. They way they get more exposure and is less costly.  Cindy feels we need to start doing what the Tiers say we should be giving the sponsors.  Everyone agrees.  Paulette will talk with Tammy and see if she sent out the Sponsorship packets to the sponsors.  If not, then she will send everything to Cindy, and she will get the packets out.  Everyone is concerned about what is getting done for the sponsors and would like to hear from Tammy on the progress.

Juanita motions we project Platinum and Gold’s logo separately while the Bronze and Silver are only listed.  And that we include one meal, display material, and a mailing list upon request to the Bronze level.  Ron seconded.  Motion passed.
Education/CE: Cindy Reid – We have Robin Fritz from the New Orleans chapter, doing a course on Ethics.  The only thing that Robin asks is $50.00 to reimburse her to gas.  Ron motions to accept the terms, and Keith seconds. Motion passed.
Communication/Media:  Tracy Pfeifer – absent.  We need to make sure to give Tracie updated memberships listing so all members get the newsletters. 
Public Service: Paulette Heber - Tracie needs to list in the newsletter to bring items to the March meeting for the LHCC wish list.  Paulette said she would email her.

OLD BUSINESS:   None
